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What is ARGOS?

ARGOQOS (argos.openaire.eu) is an open, extensi-
ble and collaborative tool for Data Management
Planning. ARGOS is based on the OpenDMP
software, a product of collaboration between
OpenAIRE and EUDAT CDI, and is provided free
of charge through the OpenAlRE Service Cata-
logue and the EOSC catalogue and Marketplace.

ARGOS is linked to OpenAIRE services and
follows global standards as endorsed by the
Research Data Alliance (RDA) to ensure interop-
erability with other DMP tools and compliance of
practices for the benefit of end-users in the long
run.

Who is ARGOS for?

ARGOS can be used by researchers, project coor-
dinators and students who are required to write
DMPs as per their organisation’s RDM policies.
ARGOS applies information literacy methods to
familiarise users with the RDM process, the
concepts of data management according to the
FAIR principles, ethical decisions in science and
more. Hence, it can be used for educational
purposes in academic courses or libraries’
instructions.

For that, ARGOS can be configured by institu-
tions, research communities and funders in order
to meet their specific requirements.

ARGOS dynamic and competitiveness
lie in its flexibility to:

a.isolate descriptions of datasets (Datasets
Descriptions) from dataset-heavy DMPs and
work them separately in a collaborative fashion,

b.include more than one templates of
funders’ / research organisations’/ communities’
requirements for the description of a DMP’s
datasets (Dataset Description Templates), which
is handy for international and/ or recurring
projects funded by a pool of organisations.

All ARGOS DMPs are immediately linked to OpenAIRE
records for projects thus making reporting to the EC
easier. It should be noted that OpenAIRE supports

DMPs created by other tools so as to be claimed with
the rest of the project's outputs.

How to make the most out of - Export DMPs in JSON

ARGOS

ARGOS applies the RDA DMP Common Standard
- Create and Share DMPs with for machine actionable DMPs, thus enabling
coIIeagues mteroperablllty between DMP tools and practic-

es. That practically means that researchers are
able to export DMPs in predefined formats, then
import and use them in other DMP tools without
implications (data loss, structure of file, etc) in a
dynamic way. It also means that other services
can be integrated with its software to enhance its
evaluation.

ARGOS is built in such a way that enables many
people to get edit rights and collaborate on DMPs
creation. There are two ways to create DMPs in
ARGOS: the wizard and the expert (see below).
The DMP Owner is the only DMP user who can
finalize and publish a DMP; there can be only one
DMP Owner per DMP.
